Widespread Offshore Oil Drilling Opposition

On January 4th, Trump opened 90% of U.S.
ocean waters to proposed drilling in the
new draft OCS 5-year drilling plan. Reaction
from elected officials was swift and furious,
and is growing. Over 35 US Senators and
over 130 US Representatives in Congress
oppose the plan—including 100% of the

NJ congressional delegation. Nearly every
state Governor (including Murphy and
Cuomo) on the Atlantic and Pacific (except
Maine and Georgia) have opposed the
proposed offshore drilling plan, and have
demanded the “Florida exemption” to be
removed from further consideration. While
Florida is officially still under consideration,
Secretary Zinke has promised that it will be
removed in the future.

COA Visits the Shrewsbury River Maintenance and Beach

Replenishment Site in Monmouth Beach

COA, along with a few local stakeholders,
was granted permission from NJDOT

to visit the dredging site for a firsthand
experience of the various stages of

the project in order to inform the

local community.

On Dec 18, 2017, COA staff Cindy Zipf
(Executive Director), Alison McCarthy
(Coastal Watershed Protection

The dredged slurry of 90% sand is pumped through pipelines and is
temporarily held in a sludge dewatering zone on the beach so that

it can dry and be suitable for placement as beach fill.

Coordinator), and Dr. Swarna
Muthukrishnan (Staff Scientist), along
with Dave Stickle (Monmouth Beach
Councilman) and Brian Williams
(Monmouth Beach Environmental
Commission) visited the NJDOT field
office in Monmouth Beach to view the
dredging/beach replenishment activity
where they met with DOT personnel and
onsite contractors.

NJDOT explained the dredging operation
in the river and associated activities. The
dredging, which takes place each day
for a total of 12 hours, is continuously
monitoring by the onsite crew.

A trash trap in the dewatering zone helps to remove any debris that
is transported with the dredged material from the river. According to
NJDOT, daily maintenance activities include cleaning and flushing
pipelines and removing and cleaning the trash trap every day.

Water sampling in the Navesink River watershed was briefly
suspended due to frigid temperatures at the beginning of
January, but it didn’t keep the bald eagles from enjoying the
river! Volunteer water quality monitors resumed sampling
on January 17th. Thank you volunteers!
